2. Q & A format for Career Information and Post Secondary Planning—Ms Ngo 

⚫ If students take courses outside of school and reach to certain levels, it could be converted to 

external credits which are counted towards to total graduation credits. Examples of courses are 

Driving, Lifeguarding, RCM, etc.  

⚫ Minimum of 80 credits is required for graduation 

⚫ Minimum 30 hours of work and/or volunteer experience is required for Career Life Education 

course

⚫ Students are encouraged to engage in outside school activities to gain more experience and 

develop soft skills 

⚫ Be mindful minimum 7 courses are required for Grade 12 even though students only need less 

than 28 credits to meet graduation requirements 

⚫ Application for Post-Secondary Schools usually starts October, students are encouraged to enter 

a back- up plan for their application 

⚫ Some colleges provide Grade 12 equivalent courses if student have not completed those courses
